Step #1:  Have 3 people interested in forming a Regional or SIG Group


A minimum of 3 people must agree to serve as the leadership core for the Region/SIG.  Their commitment is essential - one person can't do it alone.


All 3 leaders must be members of CMG, Inc. in good standing. 


These 3 leaders will serve as the President, Vice President and Secretary/Treasurer of the Region.  You may, however, have as many officers and board directors as provided in your bylaws.

Step #2:
Use your National Resources. 

Your resources include the CMG, Inc. Vice President.  The Vice President serves at the liaison between Regional/SIG Groups and the Board of Directors.  The Vice President is your contact and can assist you with questions and other issues.   


Step #3:
Prepare a budget.

A budget serves as a guideline.  Many Regions/SIGs operate in a very informal manner.  Some collect dues to help offset administrative costs, while others charge members to attend meetings.  The budget form in this packet provides sample line items for income and expenses.  You may project income and expenses on all lines or, based on your method of operation, you may require only a few lines to indicate your financial picture.  


The same form is used annually to submit your budget for the coming year and will be used to submit your actual income and expenses at the close of the year.  


As mentioned before, it is important that when you receive these forms, you complete them as quickly as possible and submit them to HQ by the deadline.
